
Customer complaint of machine going through large amount of engine oil with no visible leak. Wash 
machine and mark fluid levels. Run machine for 
several hours (approx. 8 hours). Found engine oil dropped, no leaks found. Inspect under cab and 
behind engine for any sign of leaks, none. 
Needed to perform compression test as per JCB to confirm if engine needs to be replaced. Test results: 
Cyl #1 320 PSI, Cyl #2 265 PSI, Cyl #3 270 
PSI, Cyl #4 360 PSI. JCB technical support suggested replacing engine. Drained coolant and hydraulic oil. 
Disconnect engine harness, power, 
ground cables and removed hydraulic lines from pump set. Drained A/C and remove faulty engine from 
unit. Transfer components to new engine 
and installed new engine in unit. Reconnect all electrical, hydraulic and fuel lines. Vacuum test A/C, 
passed. Charged refrigerant. Installed coolant 
pack, updated ECU and installed all other parts needed. Ran test unit for functions and leaks, good.  Old 
engine s/n U1021713  New engine s/n
